About the Agreement
Based on a signed articulation agreement, CCC and OIT offer an Associate of Science degree for students who want to pursue a bachelor’s degree in Health Informatics. This degree was developed as a cooperative venture between OIT and CCC and offers knowledge and application components drawn from curriculum at both institutions.

The AS degree articulates directly into the bachelor’s degree at OIT in Information Technology – Health Informatics Option. Graduates are guaranteed junior standing in the program at OIT. Students must enroll at OIT within three years of beginning the AS degree.

Students must work closely with their advisors to ensure transferability of this program. If students transfer before completing this degree or transfer in a major not covered by prior agreements, their courses will be evaluated individually toward the transfer requirements of the college of their choice. Students are advised to obtain written approval from OIT to guarantee their catalog of transfer for three years.
