Program outlines for AAS programs and certificates of completions for the following 



apprenticeship groups:  Painters, Plumbers, Limited Energy, Inside Electrical, Line 



Estimators, Hydro Generation, Line/Outside Electrical, Metering, Wire/Outside Electrical
The State has finalized the new statewide AAS and Certificate of Completion apprenticeship pathways.  There are three:  Electrician Apprenticeship, Industrial Mechanics and Maintenance Technology Apprenticeship, and Construction Trades: General Apprenticeship.  As of August 2009, all currently approved apprenticeship programs are ended.  Community Colleges are being given the option of having their current apprenticeship programs approved to the new statewide degrees or submitting their current degrees for re-approval and not being a part of the statewide degrees.  The new degrees are available to all apprenticeship groups:  union, non-union and industrial.  The State also created a pathway to 4-year institutions.  Colleges going into the new degrees also gain a way to track completers.  Just obtaining a Journeyman’s card is not considered a completer.  Clackamas decided to have their apprenticeship programs approved to the new statewide degrees.   
Paul went on to explain how tightly BOLI (Bureau of Labor and Industry) monitors these students.  All classes are held at night.  Paul has about 600 students total in various apprenticeship levels.  Question was raised whether the Library could help by having code manuals in the Library.  Paul said the students most likely would not come to the Library at night to use them.  Their time is limited at night to just their courses.  During the day, they have access to all the code books at work.
The course crosswalk document shows the committee all the former numbered apprenticeship courses and their new numbers in the APR prefix.  For those courses that had to change credits to fit into the new degree requirements, outlines were also submitted for committee review.   Committee was very impressed with all the work that went into aligning our apprenticeship groups to these new degrees and the presentation today.

NEW COURSE:      FRP-294    INTERMEDIATE INCIDENT COMMAND SYSTEM (I-300) – Paul Wanner 

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for FRP-294.
This course is being offered per Advisory Board recommendations.  This course is designed to provide students the description and detail of the Incident Command System (ICS) organization in supervisory roles on expanding or Type 3 incidents.  This course will be added as an elective to the Fire Science (Wildland) program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      FRP-295    ADVANCED INCIDENT COMMAND SYSTEMS: ICS FOR COMMAND and GENERAL STAFF & COMPLEX INCIDENTS (I-400) – Paul Wanner
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for FRP-295.
This course is being offered per Advisory Board recommendations.  This course directs the student towards an operational understanding of large single-agency and complex multi-agency/multi-jurisdictional responses.  This course will be added as an elective to the Fire Science (Wildland) program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      FRP-296    INTRODUCTION TO WILDLAND FIRE BEHAVIOR CALCULATIONS (S-390) – Paul Wanner
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for FRP-296.

This course is being offered per Advisory Board recommendations.   This course is designed to introduce fire behavior calculations by manual methods, using nomograms and the Fire Behavior handbook Appendix B.  This course will be added as an elective to the Fire Science (Wildland) program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      HD-080    CAREER DEVELOPMENT PRE-INTERNSHIP – David Blessman

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for HD-080.

This course is being offered to provide a work-based learning course with knowledge and skills not suitable for the 180 or 280 levels of CWE.  This course will bring students to college level work.  Students will practice the basic career management skills necessary to obtain and sustain employment.    This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE FORM UDPATE – Alice Goldstein
The committee’s New Course form was amended to ask “Is the course repeatable for credit,” and “Is the course repeatable for a grade.”  Also amended was the need for an instructor signature.  Now obtaining an instructor signature on the form is optional for the department.

COMPUTER LITERACY DISCUSSION UPDATE – Bill Waters
The subcommittee has not been able to get together yet.  A new subcommittee was formed:  Lori Eckhout, Lynda Graf, Len Eaton, Steffen Moller and Bill Waters.  The committee will focus on clarifying the following points:
· What courses  (involving all courses, not just the CS prefix) meet the computer literacy requirement for the AGS degree
· Clarify the practice of what a student can pass out of or test in to.  (For 


example: If a student passes CS-120, they don’t also have to take a placement 

test.)

· What does “CS-120 or higher” mean

· For 07-08 the committee said [C] courses would meet the computer literacy 

requirement for the AGS.  For catalogs 08-09 and beyond, will a course from 

the past with a [C] title still satisfy the computer literacy requirement?
· Clarify the process of the AGS computer literacy language in the 09-10 catalog.

CONSENT CALENDAR ITEMS

1. IMS prefix is changing to DMC prefix.  The title of the Integrated Media Studies AAS is also changing to Digital Multimedia Communications.  This aligns the title more to the CIP code title.
