Courses to appear in the Schedule of Classes using the new prefix.
NEW COURSE:      GRN-182    AGING AND THE BODY – Yvonne Smith
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for GRN-182.
This course focuses on how aging affects physical health and well-being.  This is a hands-on course for students interested in working with the elderly or those already in the field.  This course will be an elective I the Gerontology program; it will eventually replace SOC-231 as a required course in the certificate. This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

Clarification on “Courses that Repeat for Credit” and “Courses that Repeat for Grade” discussion:

Repeat for a Grade:  Students have the option to repeat a course in order to improve GPA.  The last course attempted will be used to recalculate the student’s cumulative GPA.  Any preceding course grade, associated credits and points will be removed from the cumulative GPA, but remain on the student transcript in the appropriate term taken.
Repeat for Credit:  Students have the option to take the course again in order to accumulate additional credit up to a specific amount.  All credits earned may be used to satisfy appropriate degree requirements.
NEW COURSE:      HUM-241 and SSC-241    THE AMERICAN MILITARY CONFLICT:  THE COLD WAR—Dean Darris and Doug Foster
Handouts:   “New Course” forms and course outlines for HUM-241 and SSC-241.
These courses are being offered to continue the inquiry of American military conflict that began with HUM-240/SSC-240.  The course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of the politics and geography of United States military operations when conducting “The Cold War” as applied in conflicts in Korea, Vietnam and the planned defense of Western Europe.  These courses are not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      HUM-242 and SSC-242    THE AMERICAN MILITARY CONFLICT:  THE WAR ON TERROR—Dean Darris and Doug Foster
Handouts:   “New Course” forms and course outlines for HUM-242 and SSC-242.

These courses are being offered to continue the inquiry of American military conflict.  These courses provide students with the fundamental knowledge of United States military operations when conducting “The War on Terror” as applied to conflicts in Afghanistan and Iraq, and the planned defense of the territorial United States.  These courses are not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      WR-127    SCHOLARSHIP ESSAY WRITING – David Mount
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for WR-127.

This course is being offered to assist students with scholarship writing.  Examines and applies the concept of “telling the story of me.”    This course is not challengeable and cannot be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      WR-140    INTRODUCTION TO WRITING CREATIVELY – David Mount
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for WR-140.

This course guides students though the discussion and practice of writing creatively in many genres, primarily poetry, fiction, drama and creative non-fiction. This course will prepare students for 200-level genre-specific creative writing courses.  This course is not challengeable and cannot be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ENG-170    INTRODUCTION TO LITERACY CRITICISM – David Mount
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ENG-170.

This course will strengthen critical thinking skills by studying a variety of readings of a single literary text.     This course is challengeable but cannot be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ENG-126    LITERATURE OF VAMPIRES – David Mount

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ENG-126

This course is being offered in response to student interest and scholarly trends.  This course examines the ways in which the genre of a book, poem, or movie, and the age of the intended audience alter the written representation of the central vampire figures, and the ways the portrayals interact.   This course is challengeable but cannot be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ENG-226       ADVANCED LITERATURE OF VAMPIRES – David Mount
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ENG-226.

The course will explore the social, cultural, historical, and theological construction of the vampire character within the story, folklore, and film.
