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Course Description:  

This course introduces the student to photojournalism, emphasizing composition, lighting and creative ways to illustrate a news story through weekly shooting assignments.

Emphasize the techniques for capturing a story using photographs.

•
Foster an understanding of journalism ethics.

•
Introduce digital cameras and editing techniques.

•
Prepare students for interacting with sources.

•
Impart knowledge about the rights and responsibilities of photographers in a democracy.

•
Supervise students on assignment in the field.

1. Take photographs using an adjustable camera to produces images.
2. Demonstrate the elements of a good news photograph.
3. Upload digital images to a computer and successful edit photographs. 
4. Choose appropriate camera settings, including aperture and shutter speed.
5. Highlight the history of photojournalism.
6. Take photographs for a photo essay.
7. Summarize ethical issues that face news photographers in the digital age.
