NEW COURSE:      CJA-170    CAREERS IN CRIMINAL JUSTICE – Ida Flippo

This course is a core class to the new career pathway certificate in Wildland Fire and a program elective to the Fire Science (Wildland) programs.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for both credit and for a grade.  Committee asked to see student learning outcomes to be more aligned to the variable credits.  Course will not be offered as a variable course in the certificate.

Bill stated that Curriculum Committee needs to start requiring the mapping document to be submitted along with all new course documents as part of our internal approval process.
