Computer Literacy Subcommittee Recommendations for the AGS degree:

The current requirement as stated in the 2008-09 catalog for Computer Competency:

“Satisfy the computer competency requirement by passing CS-090 or by 


placing into CS-120 as measured by the computer placement exam.”

Suggested language for Computer Competency:

“Satisfy the computer competency by passing CS-090 or achieving a 


score of 45 or higher on the computer placement exam.”

Changes made to the computer placement exam:

Statement on printout of student’s score:


“If you scored 45-80 you have satisfied the computer requirement for the 


Associate of General Science (AGS) degree.”

Note:
Students who successfully pass CS-120 who have not taken the


Computer Placement exam will be required to take the test to demonstrate 


their competency.

Future Consideration:

The Computer Literacy Subcommittee requests that the Curriculum Committee review the current computer literacy requirements to determine if they adequately represent the competencies that are required for today’s students and workforce.
