Course Description:  
This sequel to NRS-230 A & B continues to provide the theoretical background that enables students to provide safe and effective care related to drugs and natural products to persons throughout the lifespan.  The course addresses additional classes of drugs and related natural products and physiological conditions not contained in Clinical Pharmacology I.   

Course Objectives:   
· Introduce the students to the theoretical background regarding safe effective care related to drugs and natural products not covered in NRS-230
· Prepare the students to deliver medications safely to clients across the lifespan
· Facilitate the students’ learning by providing an environment that fosters development of critical thinking skills in relation to medication administration
· Introduce students to mathematics needed to safely determine the dosage of medication 

Student Learning Outcomes: Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to
· Identify safe practices/principles in relation to medication administration to clients across the lifespan.

· Understand pharmacokinetics and pharmacodynamics
· Utilize current, reliable sources of information when making decisions regarding medication administration
· Perform mathematic problems related to the safe delivery of medications
· Demonstrate understanding of physiological conditions that affect medication administration, absorption and effect.
