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Course Description:

This course provides an overview of basic nursing skills and procedures to assist students to prioritize and analyze their actions. Students will also develop tools for making the transition from student to licensure and successful job attainment.  Hospital representatives will share their observations about expectations of new graduates; the hiring process; and common pitfalls that they have observed during the interviewing process.  Students will receive assistance with application for licensure and testing.
Course Objectives:

The objective of this course is to prepare bilingual, bicultural registered nurses who understand and function safely and effectively in US health care settings, using critical thinking, evidence-based practice and effective written and verbal communication.
