	Workforce Improvement for Immigrant Nurses (WIIN):
WIIN is an Oregon State Board of Nursing (OSBN) approved re-entry program of preparation for the registered nurse (RN) licensure and practice for nurses who have earned their nursing credentials outside of the United States.  Its intent is to review previously learned curriculum and to put it into the context of the US nursing practice.  The focus is on evidence-based practice, developing critical thinking and decision-making skills, and using appropriate professional communication.

	 Students who successfully complete this program will be able to take the NCLEX-RN exam.  Students will then receive their licensure upon passing this exam and completing 160 hours of preceptorship.

	11.   Program Impact:
	The WIIN curriculum has been operating at CCC for the last five years and so there should be limited adjustments needed to student services to accommodate the 16-20 students per year.  The only significant adjustment should be in financial aid as with program approval, our students will be able to apply for financial assistance unlike previous years.

	12.   Program Implementation:
	We would like to begin our next cohort at the start of the 2009 Summer Term. A general information session is to take place December 8th, 2008 with applications accepted until January 16th.  Interviews will be scheduled during the week of January 20th – 24th and a conditional acceptance letter will be sent out by the middle of February.  
Although the program has not been approved as an academic certificate program at this time, the WIIN program has been offered over the last 5 years as an approved re-entry program by the Oregon State Board of Nursing.  Prior to this year, the program was sponsored by local healthcare partners and a significant grant from the Northwest Health Foundation.  

In order to provide potential students the opportunity to apply for financial aid and scholarships we felt it necessary to begin the application process on the understanding that the program was being reviewed for approval as an academic program at CCC and may or may not be approved.  

WIIN faculty and staff are actively pursuing additional funding and grants to cover costs of the program should it not be approved as an academic certificate of completion program. 

	13.   Is the degree/certificate too similar to an existing one?
	 No, WIIN is an approved re-entry program of preparation for the registered nurse (RN) licensure and practice for nurses who have earned their nursing credentials outside of the United States.  The target population for this program is specific to nurses who have been trained outside of the United States and are now citizens and legal to work in the US and wish to become licensed nurses in Oregon.
