CATALOG UPDATE – Lenda Black
Today all departments are returning career technical program/course copy to their division offices.  February 15-March 6 is the production period in Pubs from those edits. All programs won’t all be appearing by just alpha sorting.
AS DEGREE UPDATE:  Approved by Curriculum Committee to move forward.  Next step is to link back to any articulations that might fall under this degree offering.  To date we have none.
RELATED INSTRUCTION COURSE REMOVAL PROPOSAL:  Committee decided all courses being removed from the Related Instruction page of the catalog need to come as an FYI consent calendar agenda item to Curriculum Committee.

Outline updates.

1.  Corrections were made to AM-240 outline.  Committee satisfied.
Title Changes:
 
1.  ED-270, ED-271 and ED-272.  Although these courses aren’t the traditional “280” number, they are cooperative work experience courses.  Adding the “CWE” to the title will visually help recognize that and be consistent with other CWE titles.  These courses are in addition to and are different from the ED-280 as that course prescribes other skills.  The ED-270, 271 and 272 will transfer to PSU as they do practicums but they do not do cooperative work experience.  ED-280 will not automatically substitute for ED-270.
Credit and Title Changes:

1.  EST-180.  Credits changing from 2-6 to 1-12.  Title changing from Employment Skills Training/CWE to Employment Skills Internship.

NEW COURSE:      GRN-183    DEATH AND DYING – Yvonne Smith
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for GRN-183.
This course replaces the former SOC-232 in the Gerontology program.  This course adds a more career technical focus for the program.  It introduces students to the knowledge of the death and dying process.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW PROGRAM:     WIIN (WORKFORCE IMPROVEMENT FOR IMMIGRANT NURSES – Kim Hyatt
Handouts:  “New Program” form, WIIN Program copy, NRS/NUR New Course Crosswalk, and course outlines for NRS-230A, NRS-230B, NRS-231A, NRS-231B, NUR-125E, NUR-125F, NUR-125G, NUR-125H, NUR-125I, NUR-230A, NUR-230B, NUR-231A, NUR-231B, NUR-180A, NUR-180B.
WIIN is an Oregon State Board of Nursing (OSBN) licensure re-entry program of preparation for the registered nurse licensure exam and practice for nurses who have earned their nursing credentials outside of the United States.  Its intent is to review previously learned curriculum and to put it in to the context of the U.S. nursing practice.  The focus is on evidence-based practice, developing critical thinking and decision-making skills, and using appropriate professional communication.  Students accepted into this program will have already graduated from a nursing program in their country of origin and worked in the field of nursing prior to admission.  Students who successfully complete this program will be able to take the NCLEX-RN exam.

NEW COURSE:
     R-214     THE HISTORICAL JESUS – Brad Toebben

Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for R-214.

This course was created due to popular interest and academic interest in the field.  It is offered at competing colleges and universities.  This course is an examination of the ‘Quest for the Historical Jesus” beginning with Albert Schweitzer through contemporary scholarship.  There are only two books in the library that would support this new course.  Brad will work with Terry Mackey to add to the library’s offerings.  This course is challengeable, be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:    ART-107/DMC-107     ANIMATION AND MOTION GRAPHICS II – Rick True
Handouts:  “New Course” forms and course outlines for ART-107 and DMC-107.

These courses will add to a sequence offered in the new Digital Multimedia Communications (DMC) degree.  They are a continuation of ART-106/DMC-106 (Animation and Motion Graphics I) that continue the process of animation and motion graphics design.  Students will learn intermediate aspects of after effects to create successful motion graphics projects.  These courses are not challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:     ART-108/DMC-108     ANIMATION AND MOTION GRAPHICS III – Rick True
Handouts:  “New Course” forms and course outlines for ART-108 and DMC-108.

These courses will add to a sequence offered in the new Digital Multimedia Communications (DMC) degree.  They are a continuation of ART-107/DMC-107 (Animation and Motion Graphics II) that advance the process of animation and motion graphics design.  Students will learn advanced aspects of after effects to create successful motion graphics projects.  These courses are not challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:     RET-200     RENEWABLE ENERGY SYSTEMS – Julie Korfhage

Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for RET-200.

This course was created in response to state interest in renewable energy.  RET is also a new course prefix:  Renewable Energy Technology.    This course provides a survey of various renewable energy systems and students will learn about the benefits and limitations of each type of energy source as well as their functional principles.  This course is a stand alone course.  It is not currently tied to any program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

GENERAL EDUCATION OUTCOMES ASSESSMENT DISCUSSION UPDATE – Bill Briare
Continued discussion.  The next big piece of this project is the adoption of an assessment model by the departments.  This is in progress.  Datatel is also being programmed to map the courses to general education.  A demonstration could come to the next Curriculum Committee meeting to show how the general education courses could be mapped in Datatel and to the course outline.

Alice raised the question if any committee member could think of any membership gaps on our committee.  If so, send any feedback to Alice.

COMMITTEE VOTING – Alice Goldstein/Chair
Alice raised the question of our voting process:  does the committee actually want to “vote” or stay with giving general consensus on items brought forward to the committee?  The Committee discussed and felt the current process of giving general consensus was fine.  The Committee felt questions are able to be raised and addressed.  If there are any objections, the discussion does stop the approval process until objections are satisfied.  Consensus was Committee members felt comfortable with Alice saying “Hearing no further objections….” to signify approval and move to the next agenda item.
