Course Description:  This course prepares the student to perform routine nursing assistant tasks that are needed in the acute care setting.  The Oregon State Board of Nursing requires a minimum of 64 hours of didactic and skills lab instruction and 24 hours of clinical experience. 
Course Objectives:   During this course the instructors will demonstrate how to integrate critical thinking, skill/task proficiency and organization in the delivery of care within the authorized scope of practice for a Certified Nursing Assistant 2: Acute Care.  The instructors will demonstrate how to provide safe and effective care to patients in the acute care setting.
Student Learning Outcomes:  By the end of this course the student should be able to:  
· Identify the role of the CNA2: Acute Care,  in the health care setting 

· Assume the professional role of the CNA2 student in a structured learning environment and in the acute care setting

· Demonstrate Certified Nursing Assistant 2: Acute Care skills safely according to established criteria

· Demonstrate ability to address patient care needs and individualize care for patients in acute care settings 

· Recognize normal and abnormal patterns and changes in patients both in writing and in the patient care setting.

Clinical:  Pass/No Pass only
Prerequisites:   
· Must have current, unencumbered Oregon CNA1 certificate with name listed on the CNA Registry with OSBN.  
· Current CPR card is required.  
· Must be at least 18 years of age.  High School students may apply with written authorization from their high school counselor.
· Competency in reading and writing.  Measured by CCC placement test or previous college coursework (unofficial transcript).  Students must either place at WR-101/121 or pass WR-095 with a “C” or better and either place at RD-115 or pass RD-090 with a “C” or better.  No math placement is required.
