Course Description:


In this course, participants will acquire knowledge of numerous programs availabl;e to them on school district computers, including use of different media and hardware. 

Also covered will be safety issues related to students and their computer use, with a focus on the internet.  

Course Objectives:  This course is designed to assist participants in:

1. developing an understanding of the Mac based programs available on school district computers.  This includes the iwork suite (Pages, Numbers and Keynote), the life suite (Garageband, iphoto, itunes, and imovie), Kidspiration or Inspiration, GoogleEarth, as well as programs available to certain age groups (such as Kidpix).

2. teaching students to use specific media and hardware that are readily available on school district computers – including projectors, documents cameras, ipods, voice recorders and digital cameras. 
3. demonstrate numerous educational web sites as well as foster an understanding of how to safely and ethically use the internet with students.
