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Course Description:


This course is designed to prepare teachers/teaching assistants to apply numerous programs available on school district computers, including using existing templates, creating templates for use in lessons/units that integrate technology.  The course will learn how to access “free” services on the internet – including those considered “Web 2.0”.  


Course Objectives:  This course is designed to assist participants to:

1. access available sources of materials, lesson plans, templates and units that are either on the internet or included in programs previously offered;

2. demonstrate use of programs and the internet for curriculum integration; and
3. develop strategies for evaluating resources that are available to enhance student learning and teacher efficiency.

1. demonstrate skill in using the programs and media.

2. find and create multimedia applications for classroom using instructional technology.

3. explain ways that technology can be integrated into instruction to affect student learning.
