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Course Description:


In this course, students will use their previously acquired knowledge of technology and media to work in the classroom.  Students will evaluate and analyze the efficacy of their technology choices and integrations.

Course Objectives:  This course is designed to assist participants in:

1. Evaluating resources that are available for enhancing students’ learning and teacher efficacy. 

2. Evaluating self-created resources for enhancing students’ learning and teacher efficacy.
3. Creating a “space” to share ideas about their work in classrooms in an analytical, but supportive environment. 

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students should be able to:

1. Teach/facilitate a lesson that includes multimedia and technology. 
2. Analyze and evaluate the success of their technology and multimedia lessons.
3. Determine ways to improve lessons and effectively deliver those enhanced lessons.
