CHANGE COURSE:      EET-112    ELECTRONIC TEST EQUIPMENT AND SOLDERING – Julie Korfhage
Handouts:   “Change Course” form and course outline for EET-112.
This course is increasing from 1 to 3 credits due to industry requests to increase soldering skills.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

CHANGE COURSE:     MFG-206    COMPUTER-AIDED MANUFACTURING III – Julie Korfhage

Handouts:   “Change Course” form and course outline for MFG-206.

This course is increasing from 2 to 3 credits.  This is the final class in the computer-aided manufacturing series and will concentrate on a capstone project.  Students will design, program, and fabricate an industrial-caliber independent project.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW PROGRAM:     PROFESSIONAL TRUCK DRIVER – Scott Giltz
Handouts:  “Transportation & Logistics to Professional Truck Driver crosswalk” 
This certificate is a result of our recent approved certificate, Transportation and Logistics Specialist.   This is a 19 credit certificate. When the certificate was approved 2 years ago, interest rose around the state from other community colleges to offer the certificate.  A consortium was formed and moved forward to having the certificate re-approved as a statewide certificate.  There was a lengthy adverse impact discussion this past year with the private trucking schools that has now been worked out.  The consortium is now ready to move forward for final state approval.  When the State approves the Professional Truck Driver certificate, our Transportation and Logistics certificate will be ended and replaced by this newer certificate.
