· use conjunctions, transition terms, and logical connectors appropriately;

· choose appropriate words to develop richness of expression.

Decision Making Skills

· identify and correct one’s own errors.

Interpersonal Skills

· work cooperatively with others;

· critically read the writing of others and comment appropriately;

· participate in in-class discussions;

· restate the ideas and opinions of others;

· ask others for advice and opinions regarding written work.

Lifelong Learning Skills

· relate previously-learned knowledge to current topic;

· organize information;

· identify own strengths and weaknesses in writing;

· develop strategies to self-correct and revise text;

· use charts to record errors, progress, and work completed.
