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Course Description:
A course in intermediate conversational French which will be offered concurrently with FR-201. 
FR-211 students will be required to attend the first three-quarters of the time allotted to FR-201.  The major topics and level of difficulty will correspond to FR-201. The course is intended to develop speaking and listening proficiency through film, radio, presentations, games, and interviews with classmates.  

Course Objectives:
· To provide students an opportunity to practice their skills at asking and answering questions 

in French.
· To review and apply vocabulary related to making choices while purchasing both in clothing 

and food stores in French.
· To teach students the necessary verbal skills and vocabulary to enable them to talk about 

food and order in a restaurant in French.
· To talk about transportation in all its forms and prepare students to confront difficulties in 

transportation situations, including difficulties on the road.

Student learning outcomes: Upon completion of FR-211 the successful student should be expected to do the following in French:

· ask and answer both “yes/no” and content questions.
· talk about options in purchasing clothes and food.
· talk about food and order in a restaurant.
· role play transportation situations involving difficulties on the road and in a plane or train 

station.
