FINANCIAL LITERACY – Bill Waters

This course is becoming popular with the students and since the 199 number has been used a couple of times already, the department now wants to give the course a permanent number.   BT-102 is designed to expose students to the basic concepts of financial literacy.  This course is not challengeable but it can be repeated for a grade and for credit.

It will accomplish that by 


helping the student to develop speaking and listening proficiency through film, presentations, games, and 


interviews with classmates.   Half of this class time will be concurrent with FR-201.  This course is not 


challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.  Further discussion took place 



around number alignment in regards to prerequisites listed.

Program suspensions:


1.
Computer-Aided Drafting Technology AAS



Computer-Aided Drafting Technology/Architecture AAS




Due to budget cuts, Scott Giltz’s division is moving these two degrees forward to the State for suspension.   




Scott is in the process of finalizing a “teach out” process for drafting students.  One of the pieces of this 




“teach out” process will include asking CCWD approval for one year certificates to the Computer-Aided 



Drafting Technology and the Computer-Aided Drafting Technology/Architecture programs.  If you would like 



more details on the teach out process for these programs, please see Scott.  




The CAD/CAM AAS degree will continue and will also be reviewed for possible revisions.  



The Geographic Information Systems (GIS) Technician is also being reviewed.  It will not appear in the 



2009-2010 catalog and will also not proactively be advertised to students this next year.  Since most 



students just 
want the GIS component and not the whole program, the Career Technical Education division 



will look at a better way to offer this component, such as through a career pathway certificate.

Collision Repair AAS


Also due to budget changes, Scott’s division will move the Collision Repair AAS degree forward for 


suspension.  
The coursework in this degree will be folded into the approved Collision Refinishing AAS 


degree and change that program.  No teach out plan is needed for this suspension.

Collision Refinishing AAS

Collision Repair and Refinishing Certificate


With the addition of the Collision Repair AAS coursework into this program, the title of the current Collision 

Refinishing AAS will change to Collision Repair and Refinishing AAS.  The current Collision Repair and 

Refinishing certificate which is currently at 63-65 credits will reduce the total credits to 44 and become a career 

pathway certificate to the proposed changed Collision Repair and Refinishing AAS.

Computer-Aided Drafting Technology 1 year Certificate

Computer-Aided Drafting Technology/Architecture 1 year Certificate


The two drafting AAS degrees do not have related one year certificates approved to them.  To help “teach out” 


students involved in the AAS programs, the College will move forward with a quick approval request for related 


one year certificates.  This will help some students who may not be able to finish a 2 year drafting program but 


could finish a one year drafting program.

1. Computer Literacy Subcommittee Report – Computer Literacy Subcommittee

The subcommittee reviewed the charge given to them from the November 7 meeting regarding reviewing 


computer literacy competencies and submitted the following proposal to Curriculum Committee:


a.
Competencies currently required for the CS-090 placement exam be raised, where appropriate.

b.
Change the name from the computer placement exam to a computer literacy exam. 

c.
Change catalog statement for the AGS degree from “Satisfy the computer competency requirement by 


passing CS-090 or achieving a score of 45 or higher on the Computer Placement exam” to “Satisfy the 


computer competency requirement by achieving a score of 45 or higher on the Computer Literacy Exam.”   

Much discussion occurred about the level of the exam and the question “what is the appropriate computer 

literacy level for the AGS students?”
Next steps for the Computer Literacy Subcommittee from Curriculum Committee:

a. Pull data on AGS students to see what they are actually doing

b. Find out what other community colleges do 

c. Find out what 4-year schools are requiring for their students
