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Course Description:

Various topics will introduce techniques in; construction, forming, fabrication, soldering, inlay, etching, mold making, casting, stone setting and silversmithing. Students will be encouraged to create and design their own jewelry with both meaning and function.  Historical and contemporary issues surrounding jewelry and body adornment will be presented and discussed during the course.
Course Objectives:
· Teach various metal working techniques and methods to create original works of art.
· Develop design principles and skills.
· Heighten the awareness of wearing jewelry as a communicative art form.

· Familiarize students with current issues of the metalsmithing field.

· Encourage students to develop individual abilities to create well-executed, one-of-a-kind work. 

Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of each topic listed below students should be able to:


· Create personal works of art that demonstrate understanding of materials and techniques

· Demonstrate awareness of composition.

· Understand, interpret, and appreciate metal works of the past and the present from different cultures. 
· Develop a heightened awareness of the physical world, the nature of the relationship of human beings to it, and our impact on it via the experience of making wearable jewelry.
In addition successful students will demonstrate proficiency in each item listed under the following topics:
Topic 1; Basic Jewelry Making

· -Create original works of art using a variety of metal working techniques.

· -Develop skills in the fabrication of sheet metal.
Topic 2; Small Decorative Box and Locket Making.

· -Create a small decorative boxes and lockets.

· -Develop skills in: sawing, filing, soldering, roll printing, etching, simple hinging, scoring, bending and pressure fitting lids.

Topic 3; Silversmithing and Decorative Inlay

· -Create original jewelry using silversmithing techniques.

· -Develop skills in soldering, dapping, forming, fabrication, forging, metal inlay, and stone setting in silver and non precious metals.

Topic 4; Casting, Rings and Pendants

· -Create original jewelry focusing on rings and pendants

· -Develop skills in lost wax casting, wax working, mold making, centrifugal casting, cuttlefish casting, embossing and fabrication.

Topic 5; Bracelets and Earrings

· -Create original works of art focusing on bracelets and earrings.

· -Develop skills in the use of torches, filing, riveting, doming, chain making, forging, roller printing and stone setting.
