A beginning level study and practice course focused on individual exploration in technique and application of watercolor painting. Skill development in: preparation, creative expression, and presentation with the transparent medium of watercolor.

Course Objectives:
This course will familiarize students with:

· Aptitude in preparing tools and supplies necessary to medium.

· Practice in composition discernment.

· Lay-out drawing techniques.

· An introduction to the work of the masters.

· Self-development of one’s own ‘style’.

· A ‘brushing-on’ of knowledge and skills.

· Encouragement through objective criticism.

· Value pertaining to presentation.

· Evaluation of self-expectations.

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course students should be able to:

· Identify supplies and tools specific to the medium.

· Demonstrate the basic components in composition.

· Develop skills in under drawing.

· Gain historical perspective of the use of artistic water mediums.

· Develop individual aptitude.

· Appreciate honor as value and value as honor.

· Understand art is not an accident.

Major Topic Outline:

1. Develop preparation skills unique to the medium.

2. Explore terms and techniques relative to activity.

3. Complete a predetermined number of works in studio format with peers.

4. Enhance confidence thru dialogue and presentation.

5. Exposure to published artists thru student research and introduction.
