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Course Description:
Development of speaking and listening proficiency through creative activities such as discussions of excerpts from contemporary French-language media, presentations, games and interviews of classmates. Major topics and level of conversational difficulty will parallel FR-203.
Course Objectives:
· Introduce basic vocabulary when talking about money—saving, investing, etc.

· Teach vocabulary relating to making purchases in a department store

· Expand upon vocabulary concerning vacation plans, (introducing vocabulary for camping equipment and other related subjects.)

· Teach vocabulary related to the geography of France—provinces, cities in

the context of where one might like to travel, visit and why

· Provide practice in expressing doubt, emotion

· Provide practice in expressing opinions

· Teach vocabulary dealing with competence and incompetence

· Introduce expressions of indifference using  n’importe quoi/ où / comment etc.(whatever, wherever, however)

· Provide practice in talking about future and hypothetical plans (future and conditional)

· Teach vocabulary dealing with actions to take in emergencies

· Teach vocabulary for giving advice, recommendations and suggestions
Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon completion of FR-213, the successful student should be expected to do the following in French:

· Talk about money, saving, investing etc.

· Make purchases in a department store

· Make plans for vacationing and be able to talk about camping equipment etc.

· Talk about the geography of France in the context of where they might like to travel or visit and why.

· Express doubt, emotion and necessity 

· Give opinions, expressing subtleties and comparisons with the superlative forms 

· Talk about competence, incompetence.

· Express indifference using such expressions as n’importe quo/où/comment, etc 
· Talk about future and hypothetical plans 

· Talk about actions in emergencies

· Give advice, recommendations and suggestions
