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Course Description:

Covers ambulance operations, laws, maintenance and safety, emergency response driving and 
route planning.  Required credits for the CCC one-year EMT certificate program. Required for 
transferring to two-year AAS-EMT program.

Course Objectives:  

Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:

1. Discuss appropriate laws relating to the operation of an ambulance and emergency vehicle including speed, sirens and warning lights, way, parking, turning, traffic and weather conditions and roadway.
2. Identify types of ambulances, required markings and placement of warning devices.
   
3. Demonstrate required safety checks on the vehicle and review the sue of seat belts and other safety devices.

4. Review the phases of an ambulance run and describe what occurs in each.
5. Demonstrate required vehicle maintenance including oil, cleaning fluid refill, tire pressure, and fueling.                                      

6. Describe and demonstrate defensive and safe driving technique.

7. Discuss and demonstrate the operation of an emergency vehicle in various traffic conditions, intersections and types of roadways.

8. Discuss and demonstrate methods of safely transporting patients.

9. Prepare the student in using map books and route planning.
10. Discuss and demonstrate proper vehicle cleaning procedures.
