COURSES
New Courses:
1. FR-212  Intermediate French Conversational—David Miller
Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart.

This course was created in response to student demand for a French course that has less of a grammar base.  Major topics and level of conversational difficulty will parallel FR-203.  FR-212 students share the first hour and a half class time with FR-202 and FR-203 and then leave.  This course will fulfill the Arts and Letters distribution area of the AAOT.  It does not fulfill a Bachelor’s requirement at a 4-year college.  This course is not challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.
2. FR-213  Intermediate French Conversational—David Miller
Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart.

This course was created in response to student demand for a French course that has less of a grammar base.  Major topics and level of conversational difficulty will parallel FR-203.  FR-213 students share the first hour and a half class time with FR-202 and FR-203 and then leave.  This course will fulfill the Arts and Letters distribution area of the AAOT.  It does not fulfill a Bachelor’s requirement at a 4-year college.  This course is not challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

3. CS-240M  Operating Systems II: MacOS—Rick Carino
Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart.

This course was created in response to student demand to provide in-depth exposure to a wider range of client/desktop operating systems.  Adding a MacOS course rounds out the current CS-240 level offerings of Windows and Linux operating systems.  This course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

4.
BRI-095   Bridges to Work—Lisa Nielson

Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline.

This course was created to provide students more time to focus on career goals and work toward the Career Readiness Certificate.  This course should help at risk students develop career goals.  This class will be targeting students who have not come through the AHSD program.  Students who also most likely will be taking this course are students in the Employment Skills and Occupational Skills certificate programs.  This course is not challengeable, cannot be repeated for a grade but can be repeated for credit up to 6 credits.

5.
ENG-194/DMC-194   Introduction to Film—David Mount

Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart.


This course was created to provide core and elective classes to the Film Studies component of the Digital Multimedia Communication AAS.  It also provides additional English Literature electives.  Students will be able to analyze a film beyond its surface meaning by gaining knowledge of film aesthetics, technology, history, and theory.    This course is not challengeable; it can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.
6.    ENG-296/DMC-296   Literary Adaptations:  Film—David Mount

Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart.


This course was created to provide core and elective classes to the Film Studies component of the Digital Multimedia Communication AAS.  It also provides additional English Literature electives.  This course will focus on various literary genres such as the novel, the short story, the play, and the nonfiction event, and analyze the process of transforming these stories from page to screen.  This course is not challengeable; it can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

Committee approved these new courses and to move them forward to the State for approval.

PROGRAMS
Changed Programs:

1. Human Services AAS and Human Services 1-year certificate—Patricia McIlveen
The title is changing for both degrees to become:  Human Services Generalist

The total AAS credits are changing from the current 94-106 to 90-92.  The certificate will now be the first year of the AAS degree.  The Human Services, Gerontology and Career Development Facilitator focus areas are being taken out of the AAS.  No new core classes are being added.  All other required courses and elective courses in the AAS degree and certificate are all currently being taught by other departments.
