CONSENT CALENDAR ITEMS

1. PIE-080   TOEFL/TOEIC– Alice Goldstein
When the PIE classes Editing A and Editing B were created last year, Editing A came to Curriculum Committee for approval as PIE-085.  This was a mistake as PIE-085 was already being offered as TOEFL/TOEIC (Test of English as a Foreign Language/Test of English for International Communication).  This action is to re-establish the approved course with a new course number, PIE-080.  Course content has not changed.
2. ESL-050/PIE-050  Beginning Reading and Writing —Alice Goldstein    
Title change.  Formerly Beginning Reading and Writing I.  The “I” will be dropped from the title as it is no longer needed due to the fact ESL-075 Beginning Reading and Writing II course is being inactivated.
3. GIS-286  Remote Sensing—Wes Locke

Credit change.  Course changing from 4 to 3 credits. 

4. PSY-101  Human Relations—Sandy Grossmann

The Social Science department is opening the discussion of changing PSY-101 from 3 credits to 4 credits.  They are starting the conversation with the campus now as they would like this change to happen for the 2011-12 academic year.  The Social Science department will be contacting all the campus departments that have PSY-101 as a core class or elective in their programs to make sure they know about the proposed change and any impact the additional credit may have on the program. DISCUSSIONS

· LIB-101—Terry Mackey

When LIB-101 was first offered to students, the previous VP of Instruction, Baldwin van der Bijl, asked Terry to 

track testing to see if the course was helpful for students.  This informational item is Terry’s feedback to that 

earlier request.  He gathered that feedback but the course does not teach to the test so the data collected 

doesn’t accurately reflect student learning.  It just reflects the students response to the test.  This one credit 

course is offered free to students.  Terry was asked if there is an online component available and Terry 

confirmed there is one that can be offered.
· AAOT Degree Changes—Elizabeth Lundy


Today’s discussion covered the guidelines.  AAOT outcomes and criteria will be another committee discussion.


Global change to AAOT:

1. Distribution requirements now state students must pass with a “C” or better.
2. Distribution requirements are not so much about counting credits but now more about the course.  The



outcomes are more important.  This focus change will help students as they pick up courses around the 


state.  These changes make the AAOT requirements more flexible for the student.
3. The AAOT now has a Health/PE requirement component.  Prior to this change, this requirement was a



decision left up to the individual college.

Substitutions in the AAOT are not acceptable anymore.

· OSU & OIT Partnerships—Tara Sprehe


Oregon State University now has degree partnerships with all 17 community colleges.  Clackamas is the last of
