New Courses:

HST-220  Introduction to Oral History—Jackie Flowers
Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline and Gen Ed course outline mapping chart for HST-220.



This course is being created to expand the offerings in U.S. History.  There is not another college or historical 



society in Oregon that is currently offering this course.  The course is about the experience of hearing the story 



and history.   This course is repeatable for a grade but not for credit. This course is not challengeable as the 



course requires completion of an extensive oral history project.

· Assessment Task Force report back—David Mount
After much discussion, the Assessment Task Force reported that the mapping chart document is intended to be one of the pages in the course outline.  Currently the documents are being used separately.  The task force felt very strongly that it is important for all of us to see this as all one document.
Beginning with next month’s meeting, all outlines updated in the department/division offices and/or brought before Curriculum Committee will have the mapping chart embedded with the rest of the outline components.  Lynda will update the outline form currently on the committee website to reflect this clarification.

· Demonstration of Transfer Equivalency process—Tara Sprehe, Sara Steidl, Sheryl Smith
Today’s presentation showed the Datatel process for accepting transferred-in credits from a student.  Up until recently a student sending a transcript to Clackamas used to have those credits show on their Clackamas transcript as chunks of credits.  The Evaluations team has worked really hard to identify each of those credits that used to be transferred in as a chunk of credit to now have them show in detail how each of those credits are being used at Clackamas.  All that detail now will show on a student’s transcript.  Today’s demonstration showed how that process works.  
· AAOT Transferrable General Education courses—Elizabeth Lundy

This is a big project.  The goal of this in the AAOT is for students to be able to move more easily from college to 


college.  This issue is about the integrity of outcomes so we can determine if a student met the outcomes.
