EL-090    Applied Study Skills—Brenda Marks
Handouts:  “New Course” form, course outline with mapping chart for EL-090.



This course was created for students and was identified as a need by advisors.  Students needed a course to 


help them prepare for EL-111.  EL-090 helps them focus on the skills and applications of study skills.  EL-111 


focuses on a broader scope, more cognitive skills.  Prerequisite is RD-080.  Adding this course does not impact 



any program, replace any course or change any requirements.  This course is developmental and will not 



transfer.  This course is not challengeable; it can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

· Committee Chair—Alice Goldstein
Alice reported that Sharon Parker (Business) has accepted as the next Curriculum Committee chair.  Thanks, Sharon!
· Course Outlines/Roles and Responsibilities—Alice Goldstein
This is the discussion we had labeled “criteria evaluating tuition-based vs. fee-based CEU classes.”  The outline format is not consistently being filled out/followed.  Accreditation calls on us to do what we say we’re doing and the ISP (Instructional Standards & Procedures) standards say “how” we will do what we do.  The question asked was “should we be approving courses based on earlier course precedents or should each new course stand on its own?”  The committee decided it was not a good thing to approve a course on precedent.  Each course will stand on its own for approvals.
· Program Change Form—Alice Goldstein
New and changed courses are brought to Curriculum and vetted for approval.  It’s those approved course changes that change a program.  After much committee discussion today, it was decided that the committee did not need an additional new program form filled out to show the program’s changes. 

· Committee Meeting Dates and Times Review—Alice Goldstein
Committee reviewed current committee meeting times and dates.  Students commented that changing this committee meeting time to an afternoon would impact their class schedules and work schedules.  Part-Time Faculty echoed that concern.  Full-Time Faculty thought Fridays as a committee day worked well.  The committee decided to leave the meeting dates and times at Fridays, beginning at 7:30am.
