New Courses:

1.
HOR-180    Career Development Internship—Elizabeth Howley
Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course addresses the need of high school students or individuals (16+ years) entering college and/or the



Workforce who seek initial skills on horticulture career pathway.  Provides an entry level venue for students to 



develop entry level skills for a variety of occupations in a structured manner in preparation for a horticulture 



program of study.   This course develops curriculum alignment between high school and college. The high 



schools are responding to new diploma requirements which are well served by internships. This course is not 


challengeable; it can be repeated for a grade and can be repeated for credit.

ESL-075    ESL Study Skills—Alice Goldstein

This course provides opportunities to intensify language practice with instructor guidance as they focus on their 



course assignments/projects.  This course is not challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be 



repeated for credit.

AM-118    Small Engine Repair—Dave Bradley

This course is in response to industry need.  It provides students (16+ years) with an overview of basic small 



engine maintenance, operation and repair.   Students only receive a letter grade (A-F) for this course. This

AM-119   Electrical System Fundamentals—Dave Bradley



Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course expands the coverage of AM-010 Automotive Fundamentals and AM-121 General Auto Repair.  It 



will prepare students for the rigors of AM-129 Electrical Systems.  Students only receive a letter grade (A-F) for 



this course.  This course is not challengeable, cannot be repeated for credit and cannot be 


repeated for a grade.

I.  AAOT/Transferrable General Education classes—Alice Goldstein
New outcomes in AAOT:

a. Cultural Literacy

b. Information Literacy

Four items committee/college need to discuss:

a. Need to understand what the state means by adopting these outcomes




The intent of the statewide AAOT changes is to help students better transfer between institutions by basing 




general education courses on outcomes and criteria instead of a common course title/number.  If the course 




satisfies the criteria then it will satisfy the outcomes. Each college will assure the state this is happening on 




their campus.

b. Need to understand what is Curriculum Committee’s role



Question:  “who is going to take on this responsibility on this campus?”  Does Curriculum Committee want 



this role?  Does the Assessment Committee want to take on this role or play a part of the role?  It was 



agreed that Curriculum Committee is the natural start to have these discussions.

c. Impact on new courses


The college needs to have the system for NEW general education courses by fall 2010

d. Impact on existing courses



A system for EXISTING general education courses comes later.

Unanswered questions that came up during today’s discussion:
1. For every new course intended to satisfy these new outcomes, do we want Curriculum Committee to do the 

review or a subcommittee?

2. Do we want discipline experts involved or those outside the discipline to do the review?

3. Do we want the outcome review to happen prior to coming to Curriculum Committee when approving a new 

course?

4. What will Curriculum Committee ask for to assure the review of new outcomes has occurred?  Some examples:  


A check box on a form?  A statement filled in on the form? A separate document with a written justification?
