This survey course compares the practical and philosophical characteristics of a broad range of conventional and complementary healthcare professions.  
Course Objectives:

2. Describe the process of professionalization and teach students how to match healthcare professions with their respective stage of professionalization.

4. Foster an appreciation of the values of both conventional and complementary/alternative healthcare.
5. Discuss the feasibility of future educational programs and healthcare professions designed to foster collaboration among conventional and complementary healthcare professionals.

6. Help students to evaluate and understand their personal health career preferences.

7. Use classroom and distance education to develop new and improve existing learning resources related to healthcare collaboration.
