MA-105    HEALTH PROFESSIONS CONTINUUM—Clyde Jenson
Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course was created to introduce students to making better career choices in the health professions by 


helping them evaluate and understand their personal health career preferences.  It objectively compares the 



practical and philosophical characteristics of a broad range of conventional and complementary health care 



professions and is designed to foster collaboration among conventional and complementary health care 


professionals.  This course is not challengeable; it can be repeated for a grade and can be repeated for credit.

2.
RCT-120    INTRODUCTION TO COMPOSITES—Mike Mattson


Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



New subject prefix.   RCT stands for Reinforced Composite Technology.



This course is in response to industry demand.  It provides students an introduction to the composites industry 



including fundamentals of composites, their applications as well as workplace performance, health & safety.  This 


course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

RCT-122    BASIC COMPOSITES APPLICATIONS—Mike Mattson

This course is in response to industry demand.  It provides students the skills and knowledge in the basic 


application of composite materials to prepare them for working with reinforcement and resins in the composites 


industry.  This course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

RCT-124   VACUUM BAGGING FOR WIND BLADE REPAIR—Mike Mattson


Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course is in response to industry demand.  It introduces the student to the bagging process, how it will 


be used during the wind turbine blade repair process, as well as workplace performance, health and safety.  This 


course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

5.
RCT-125   WIND TURBINE BLADE REPAIR—Mike Mattson


Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course is in response to industry demand.  It introduces the student to the proper fiberglass repair 



techniques when working in the field.  Students will also learn to work in and around a wind turbine blade.  This 


course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for a credit.

6.
RCT-126   FIELD REPAIR SAFETY TRAINING—Mike Mattson


Supporting documents:  “New Course” form, course outline.



This course is response to industry demand.  It is designed to expose students to the wind turbine blade repair 


environment and to prepare them for industry safety certifications.  This course is challengeable, can be 


repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for a credit.

DISCUSSIONS/UPDATES
· Course Outlines and Committee Roles/Process Task Force report back—Elizabeth Lundy
There was discussion around the need to create a broader understanding of the role of this committee vs. the role of departments, divisions and the state with respect to course approvals.  The task force recommends being clearer about the committee charge and that we clarify the scope of the committee as it relates to the educational integrity of a course and its impact across campus and on students.  When would a course come to Curriculum Committee for information as opposed to approval or endorsement?  Should there be a subcommittee that deals with the documents the committee uses?  This subcommittee might be a technical review committee or a support system of how we share working together around curriculum.  This subcommittee could be a resource to departments, or also deal with part of the work that is now coming to the committee meetings.  There was discussion around the need for departments and divisions to be careful screeners so that incomplete or inaccurate documents don’t come to Curriculum Committee.  There was also discussion about the need for a stronger commitment to process and recognition that Curriculum Committee timelines may need to be adjusted as our processes change.
Task Force recommendation for next steps:

1. This task force or a new subcommittee or Curriculum Committee spend time:

a. Identifying all types of committee questions, draft questions
b. Adding the “who does it” to the questions.

c. Checking to see if learning outcomes are consistent.
d. Checking to see if prerequisites are consistent

2. Develop a course approval handbook to guide departments/presenters bringing courses to Curriculum Committee
This work would be done by fall term.
