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Course Description:

This course is designed for students with previous writing experience who wish to learn the advantages and disadvantages of publishing online and on land.  

Course Objectives:

In this class students will continue the work started in introductory creative writing classes, with specific focus on identifying and analyzing diverse publishing opportunities to place their work successfully in publication, whether in print or online.

Major Topic Outline:  

The course will define the elements that make a work “publishable.” Students will then determine what mode of publication, on land or online, suits their work best, and even more specifically, which publishers fit their work. Then, they will prepare the publication packet. The experience will provide them with real-world experience in publishing.
