EL-085    STUDY SKILLS FOR MATH—Brenda Marks

instructors and advisors discovered.   EL-111 and EL-090 have similar information but they are not targeted to a 



specific discipline.    This course is not intended to transfer to a 4-year college.   This course is not 


challengeable; it cannot be repeated for a grade nor repeated for credit.

GEO-121    REGIONAL GEOGRAPHY OF THE DEVELOPING WORLD—Doug Foster

GEO-230 World Regions and Landscapes is very material-intensive for one course.  The department is 


recommending splitting the course into two classes (GEO-121 and GEO-122)  to better cover the material.  This 



is done at other Oregon colleges.  This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of the cultural 


and physical geography of developing world regions including Middle America, South America, SW Asia & North 



Africa, Sub-Saharan Africa, South Asia, Southeast Asia, East Asia and the Pacific world.  This course is 


challengeable, can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

GEO-122    REGIONAL GEOGRAPHY OF THE DEVELOPED WORLD—Doug Foster

GEO-230 World Regions and Landscapes is very material-intensive for one course.  The department is 



recommending splitting the course into two classes (GEO-121 and GEO-122)  to better cover the material.  This 



is done at other Oregon colleges.  This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of the cultural 



and physical geography of developing world regions including Anglo-America, Europe, Russia, East Asia, Japan, 


Taiwan, South Korea, Australia and New Zealand.  This course is challengeable, can be repeated for a grade 


but cannot be repeated for credit.

· Summer Curriculum Committee meeting, times—Alice Goldstein
The state has added new AAOT outcomes of cultural literacy and information literacy .  We as a college need to understand what the state means as we adopt these new outcomes and the first step in this process is to have in place for fall term a process for reviewing our new courses.  The second step is to put in place a process for our existing courses.
The committee decided we need to meet this summer to work on this project in order to meet this fall deadline and also felt that one meeting might not be enough time.  The committee decided to meet on July 29 address this project with the additional date of August 12 , should the committee need a second meeting. It was suggested that we might need a subcommittee to flush out these parameters to help frame the discussion in order to keep our meeting time efficient and to get through what we need to get through.   The subcommittee would consist of:  Elizabeth Lundy (chair), Bill Briare, Carol Burnell, Steffen Moller, Sharon Parker, and Judy Redder.  Elizabeth and Sharon will make the decision if a subcommittee is needed.
