Unfinished Business:

Subcommittee #2 Report:    AAOT Gen Ed/Course Approval Process—Carol Burnell

This subcommittee did a lot of work over the summer and also with Curriculum Committee.  Curriculum Committee has the charge of certifying all general education courses that satisfy the AAOT/ASOT for 2011-12 and forward.  

Curriculum Committee also has implemented some important procedural changes for course approvals.  
1.  New courses coming to Curriculum Committee:

All new courses and/or courses being submitted for general education certification will be submitted to the 

Curriculum Office no later than 2 weeks prior to the committee meeting date at which they want to present the course.  For those who want their certified general education courses to be listed in the 2011-12 catalog AAOT/ASOT general education requirement pages, departments will need to submit these new courses for review no later than by November 19th  to meet the catalog production deadline for inclusion.  For those that come after the catalog deadline, CCC will post a web page that reflects the current list of all certified general education courses, including those not listed in the catalog.
2.  Outlines:

What we need to do this year is revise and/or check all course outlines to ensure any designated course for 

the AAOT/ASOT general education substantially or completely address the new AAOT/ASOT learning 
outcomes.  It is important for CCC’s outlines to clearly show how the general education outcomes are met in 
each of the listed courses.  Ideally, the outlines should be written clearly enough for any non-discipline 

individual to understand how a particular course’s general education outcomes will be achieved.
For this year only we will have an interim alternative process for these outline reviews.

1. A department can submit a revised course outline for any existing general education for which they seek general education certification.  The revised outline will specify the ways in which the course address the applicable state approved general education outcomes and criteria.

2. A temporary alternative to submitting revised course outlines, for this year only, the Committee has drafted “Cover Sheets” for each general education outcome area.   Departments may submit a completed coversheet in lieu of submitting a revised course outline.  A sample of a completed coversheet and revised course outline will be posted to the Curriculum Committee website soon.

Please note:  if new classes have not been submitted to the Curriculum Office by November 19, they will not make the deadline for inclusion into the new catalog.

NEW PROGRAMS

1. Energy Systems Maintenance Technician Career Pathway Certificate of Completion-- Mike Mattson
No new classes, classes included in this certificate already have state approval.  Graduates in this program will have operational understanding of electrical systems, electrical control systems, and electro-mechanical systems.  This will prepare for an entry level technician. 2. Wind Energy Composite Technician Career Pathway Certificate of Completion—Mike Mattson
