December 3th is the last Curriculum Committee meeting to submit new courses to the committee 
for review and inclusion into the 2011-12 catalog.  To make this deadline, all courses need to be 

submitted to the Curriculum Office with appropriate signatures by November 19th  in order to be 


placed on the December 3 meeting agenda.
Unfinished Business/Subcommittee Work
Roles and Responsibilities
Continued discussing draft working document from last meeting which began to break out tasks between the different areas:  Chairs, Deans, Curriculum Office and Curriculum Committee.  Much of the discussion focused on clarifying roles and responsibilities between the Curriculum Office and the Curriculum Committee.  Concerns were raised about process responsibilities outlined on the Curriculum Office list with the hope that the processing will be consistent to our agreed upon process and not made arbitrarily.  

Another large part of today’s discussion focused on general education course transferability to OUS schools. Who should check for transferability?  How many OUS schools will we check for transferability?  All lower division transfer courses transfer as electives.  When the courses are also going to be listed on our general education list is when we want to question how we define what we mean by asking about transferability.  When those lower division transfer courses also want to become listed as general education courses is where we need more clarity about how that happens.  Do we want to flag those general education courses in some way and if so, who will do that?  

Committee members are asked to through the Curriculum Committee roles and become more familiar with them.  Items to look for and questions to ask ourselves as we review courses coming to the meetings are:  look for general education outcomes and criteria.  Look for verbs.  Ask yourself if the outcomes are clear to you and/or make sense.  Could anybody look the outline and see how the outcomes match?  To help the committee get more familiar with this review, they did an outline review exercise.  Part of what we discovered today is that it will be very helpful for committee members to read submissions prior to our meeting as there won’t be enough time this year during the meeting to go through all the outlines in depth.  Noting ahead of time possible questions to ask at meetings would also help our committee time.

	Fractions: Introduction, Multiplication, and Division
	Developmental Education. 

Course reviews functions of whole numbers focusing on complex multiplication, division, and order of operations.  Introduces fractions concepts and algorithms necessary for multiplying and dividing fractions and mixed numbers.  Course is not challengeable; repeats cannot be counted for additional credits used in a degree.    
	Class can go forward to State for approval.  Committee asked Assessment Committee to take up the question “can Developmental Education courses map to outcomes?” and report back to Curriculum Committee.

	MTH-010B
	Fractions: Addition and Subtraction
	Developmental Education

Course reviews fractions concepts, introduces and practices the algorithms needed to add and subtract fractions, uses algorithms for solving addition and subtraction of fractions and mixed numbers, and recognizes and solves applications for such problems. Instructs students on how to use calculators to check work.  Course is not challengeable; repeats cannot be counted for additional credits used in a degree.
	Class can go forward to State for approval.

	MTH-010C
	Decimals
	Developmental Education.

Course introduces concepts and functions with decimals including place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, converting decimals and fractions, and geometric applications of circumference and area. Course is not challengeable; repeats cannot be counted for additional credits used in a degree.
