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Course Description:


Broad general background in ceramics. Explore methods of working with clay including pinching, coiling, slab-construction and throwing on the wheel. Introduction to glazing and firing methods. Research into contemporary & historical ceramics. Develop fundamental skills to foster artistic growth.

· Teach technical information about ceramics.

· Teach design/aesthetics.

· Teach hand-building skills.

· Introduce wheel skills.

· Discuss historical and cross-cultural influences.

· Encourage the creative process.
