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Course Description:
This course centers on experiential learning as students work on the Campus Farm using organic farming techniques which center on ecological and sustainable practices, through hands-on application of principles, practices, and management.  Students will participate in marketing the harvest produced.  On-line study materials will supplement field studies.  Students are allowed to enroll after completing nine credits of horticulture courses.   Class includes a lab component.

Course Objectives:
Provide students with a variety of farming experiences in preparation for careers in organic farming, urban agriculture/community gardening, and other sustainable agriculture related careers.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Students successfully completing this class should be able to:

· Understand systems used to run a small-scale farm or community food system endeavor.
· Gain enhanced learning results through the intermingling of college course work and an urban agriculture farming experience.

· Understand the relationship between organic food production and ecological decision making.

· Work with crop scheduling, farm equipment, crop management, harvest, food handling, storage, and marketing practices.
Length of Course:
20 lecture hours, 120 lab hours

Students are expected to have completed a minimum of 9 credit hours of

Crop irrigation

Crop selection and scheduling

Direct marketing of organic crops

Harvest and post harvest handling

Insect, disease, and weed management

Organic vegetable, flower and herb production

Soil and fertility management

· Students, in cooperation with their instructor, will develop learning objectives for the class/farm team and define each students role necessary to smoothly operate the Campus Farm focusing on student performance.
· While the students and instructor will meet each week, students will have the opportunity to work as groups and independently to accomplish specified outcomes.
