· present and offer opportunities to practice new vocabulary;
· demonstrate how to use a dictionary;
· teach ways to develop vocabulary.

· Demonstrate increased active and passive vocabularies.
· Demonstrate increased knowledge of affixes and word stems.
· Demonstrate improved ability to use a dictionary to find the correct spelling of a word.
· Demonstrate improved ability to use a dictionary to understand the meaning(s) of a word.
· Demonstrate improved ability to use a range of vocabulary development strategies to independently extend their personal vocabularies.
· Demonstrate improved ability to determine the most appropriate definition for a word in a given context.
· Work cooperatively with others in pairs and small groups.
· Participate in class discussions.
· Guide other students.
