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Course Description:
This course focuses on the tools and processes employed in the project knowledge areas of project communication, risk, procurement, and quality.  Major topics include project communication planning and preferred communication channels and approaches; risk assessment and risk management in a project environment; project procurement planning and management with an emphasis on contract types and contract awards and administration; and approaches to project quality planning, quality assurance, control and improvement.
Course Objectives:
Teaching objectives of this course include:

1. Present communication strategies and processes for effective project management.

2. Identify and explore basic principles of risk, including types of risk and impacts of risk.

3. Discuss systematic risk assessment and management techniques.

4. Demonstrate earned value computation techniques.

5. Discuss procurement scheduling, selection of contract types, corporate team agreements, contract awards, and contract administration.

6. Present the reasons for and approaches to analyzing and controlling project quality.

Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:
1. Utilize appropriate communication techniques in a project environment.

2. List and define the various types of risk.

3. Systematically assess risk components and develop plans to reduce, avoid, or minimize the consequences of accepting risk elements.

4. Demonstrate a comprehensive understanding of earned value principles.

5. Discuss key issues in procurement scheduling and selecting and administering contracts.

6. Identify key elements of a project quality management plan.

7. Identify tools to analyze project data and processes and solve project problems.

8. Analyze a business case to demonstrate understanding of communication, risk, procurement, and quality management principles.
