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Course Description:

This course examines the nature of leadership by analyzing characters in major literary works who are themselves leaders. Students will read and analyze texts, discuss character motivation, and determine an alternate resolution if possible. Students will discover the connection between the lives of the characters in the texts and the leaders in their own lives and within themselves.

Course Objectives:

· To teach the skill and value of literary analysis. 

· To teach students to recognize the essential elements of successful leadership present or    


lacking in literary characters.
· To teach students to apply those elements to individual experiences, world events, and opportunities for leadership in their personal, educational, civic and professional lives. 

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:

1. Recognize the essential elements of strong leadership: a “dream,” a moral code, role models, honest concern, responsibility, flow of success, pragmatism, and reflection.
2. Identify the essential elements present or lacking in the literary characters they study.
3. Explain the impact of the essential elements (or lack thereof) on the characters’ actions. 

4. Through literary analysis, determine a character’s conflict and motivation.
5. Explain the theme of a text using the vocabulary and skills of literary analysis.
6. Relate the details of a character and text to a personal experience and/or world event.
7. Relate the details of a character and text to opportunities for leadership in their personal, educational, civic and professional lives.
