Utilize CSS, market research, scripts, audio, video, and other emerging technologies to realize site goals. CS-135I emphasizes professional design techniques.

· Provide examples and opportunities to apply advanced Cascading Style Sheet techniques to web pages.

· Foster an understanding of client communication and management in the web design field.
Use of library and information resources is integrated into computer science certificate and degree programs in general education requirements and in computer science classes as relevant to the curriculum. Use of library and information resources is encouraged and students can access a variety of program-appropriate materials via the library's web-based electronic databases and print materials. Instruction in use of library and information resources is available to all students.

· Add consistent, user-friendly navigation to a website.
· Add keywords and descriptions to a website to facilitate recognition by search engines.
· Manipulate existing images by creating image maps.

· Utilize advanced form features such as multiple input methods and encoding methods.
· Incorporate scripting behaviors into web pages.
· Utilize CSS (Cascading Style Sheets) as a comprehensive page layout tool.
· Utilize a plug-in such as JavaScript, Flash, Shockwave, etc. to create an animated effect in a webpage.
· Locate useful code and other tools such as scripts, sound clips, and software on the Internet.
· Discuss network, web server, and client/server terminology as they relate to websites.
· Discuss internet-related issues including security, legal concerns, and e-commerce.  (1D)

· Publish, test, and debug a website incorporating multiple technologies.
