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Course Description:
For non-majors and music majors.  Presents the diatonic material and structure of tonal music in theory and practice through written exercises, compositions, listening, and analysis.  Provides a thorough groundwork in the melodic, harmonic, and rhythmic elements of music.  Includes study of the practices and styles of Bach, Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven, and other 17th and 18th century composers.  This is the second term of a 3-term sequence that includes tonic/dominant voice leading phrase models, embellishing tones, chorale harmonization, figured bass and Renaissance and Baroque Practices.
Course Objectives: 

· To introduce the fundamental and conventional ideas and practices used in creating/composing music common to the western world.
· To elicit analytical and critical responses to musical compositions, performances, and ideas.
· To explore the conventions and techniques associated with western music.
· To place conventional western musical practices in a historical and cultural context.
· To demonstrate music theory’s relationship with other disciplines.
· To foster creative individual expression via analysis, synthesis, and critical evaluation.
· To experience how the creative process works and how it can enrich the quality of life.
Student Learning Outcomes:
· Engage in focused, active listening, critical analysis, thoughtful interpretation, and creation of musical examples reflective of the conventional style periods covered.  (AL1)

· Make use of the creative process to produce written and/or live musical exercises, musical examples, and musical compositions.  (AL1)

· Critically analyze values and ethics related to the musical style periods, techniques, conventions, and surrounding issues in order to more fully engage in issues relevant to composition or tonal music anywhere in the world, aided by an understanding of relevant theory. (AL2)
