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Course Description: 

The course explains the past, present, and future influences on the delivery of health care. Covers provider organizations and settings in health care, financing of health care, causes and characteristics of health care utilization in the Unites States, regulation and monitoring of health care systems and ethical issues associated with health care technology.
Course Objectives: 

1. Familiarize the student with the historical developments which influenced the delivery of health care and the health industry.

2. Understand the organizational structure of health care facilities.

3. Prepare the students with a workable knowledge of health care financing in the United States.

4. Introduce the student to the federal and state governmental influence on the delivery of health care.

5. Provide students an overview of the accrediting, certifying and licensing in the health care delivery system.

6. Familiarize students with the professional organizations that influence the delivery of health.
7. Introduce the student to current trends and problems in the delivery of health care.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to: 

1. Interpret laws, accreditation, licensure and certification standards that pertain to health information services.

2. Monitor trends and current events in the evolution of the healthcare delivery system and understand the impact on health information services.
