1. Urban Agriculture Certificate of Completion—Elizabeth Howley

60 credit certificate.


90% of all farms are small farms.  Average age of farmer:  47 years old.  This certificate overall 
expense to the institution about $7,000, as per pt faculty scheudule. Creating some new courses and 

inactivating some others.  We are the only college offering a program like this in the state.  Some 
colleges have a similar courses but not a complete program.  Washington State University has a 4-

year program.  The Horticulture department and their advisory committee believes that Clackamas 

County has capacity to grow more food.   The public is increasing their demand for buying food 

through farmer’s markets.  The Horticulture advisory committee strongly supports this new program.  

HOR-124, HOR-125, HOR-135, HOR-148 and HOR-284 are the program’s new classes.  HOR-146 

and 246 have credit changes and has modified the curriculum.  The Cooperative work study course 

students will do their work on campus during summer term.  The department has already bought 

$2000 worth of books and the library has offered another match of $2000 for program 

resources.
