Summary of question/discussions that came up during meeting:

1. What do we review with the gen ed criteria?  Purposefully created and we need to use to make sure we are looking at the outcomes.  Need to verify the outcomes will be met.  Criteria are descriptions of the class itself.   Does a course have to meet all the criteria?  No.  Does a course have to meet all the outcomes?  Yes.  When students take 3 or 4 social science courses, the goal is that by virtue of taking many courses, the outcomes will be met.  Not every course may completely individually.  The goal is that collectively the courses raise the level/background base core.  Trying to develop a level of skill sets not by any one course validity as a social science course (as an example).  Still may be a social science course but may not address the gen ed criteria.   

When a course comes forward, a course description and course outcomes and major topic 
outline should reflect/be visible in the student learning outcomes.  The outline should be 
written to the level of being understood and clear by a variety of audiences but not 
necessarily the lay person for all subject terminologies.  Outside that, overall the course 

description should be understood by all.
2. What is the expectation of what is meant by transferability?  Must be lower division transfer course. If taken by itself and looked at going to a specific college, it should transfer as something and transfer in a category of the AAOT.  Does not mean that it must meet a bacc core category at a 4-yr college.  Goal is to have more common bacc core categories but we are not there yet.  When a course is not on a 4-yr list, what then?  Not all classes will meet gen ed nor should they.  If you think a course fits a gen ed category, then it should be submitted.  Transfer in the AAOT and as a stand alone LDC are two separate things.
Jessica’s showed us a chart she put together for her review.  In this chart, it shows all but the DMCs transferred to schools as a gen ed stand alone course.  Majority of our students go to PSU who accept all our courses presented today as gen ed except for the DMC prefix. 
For the catalog transfer pages, the committee felt we could add at least a more definitive sentence for students to know they need to meet with an advisor from the college they wish to transfer to make sure they know what does or doesn’t transfer.  Bill Briare will meet with Tara.
