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Course Description:

Covers early Christianity, the Apostles, and the development of the New Testament.  Also covers post-apostolic Christianity, developments through the Middle Ages, Renaissance, Reformation, and the Modern Age.  Contemporary topics include Christianity in conflict, ethical and social religious issues, and the face of contemporary Christianity.

Course Objectives:

· to examine the development of Christianity within its social and historical framework.
· to analyze the origins and development of the New Testament.

· to reflect on the differing understandings of Jesus in Christianity.

· to explore the major doctrinal and dogmatic developments with Christianity.

· to examine the major personalities that contribute to Christianity’s development.
