Applies the sociological framework to the study of social problems, their identification, analysis of causes and possible solutions.  Problems explored may include mental disorders, drug and alcohol addiction, crime and delinquency, group discrimination, inequality, poverty, alienation, domestic and international violence, environment, and energy.

Course Objectives:
This course is intended to:

· Illustrate key sociological concepts and theoretical overviews to the study of social problems and various of methods of social problems research; trace the sociological study of social problems over the past century.

· Foster an understanding of the systemic origins of social problems and the varying impact upon the individual and groups within societies and societies as a whole; function of social inequality and patterns of discrimination within and among groups and societies.
· Explore the diverse approaches and solutions to the particular social problems being studied.  
Student Learning Outcomes:
The student should be able to:

· Analyze and demonstrate an understanding of the sociological approach to the study of social problems; discuss objective and subjective elements of social problems. (SS1) 

· Develop insight into interrelationships among social problems and proposed solutions and the significance of historical context to defining and solving social problems. (CL1 & SS2)
· Discuss the extent, impact and causes of different social problems and critically analyze solutions using a variety of sociological approaches through comparison, application, analysis, discussion and writing.
