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Course Description:

Introduces the diversity of contemporary human cultures and the ways anthropologists study and compare them in an effort to understand how different societies organize their lives and make sense of the world around them.  Explores the interrelationships among the various elements of culture.

Course Objectives:

This course is intended to:

· Introduce students to the diversity of human cultures around the world (SS1, 2) (CL1)
· Explore with students the ways anthropologists study, analyze, and compare human cultures (SS1, 2)
· Foster an appreciation for the fact that all human groups face certain common problems which must be successfully addressed by their culture in order for the groups to survive, and that different human groups have worked out very different solutions to these common problems. (AL2) (SS1, 2) (CL1) (IL5)
· Examine the elements of human culture such as kinship, family structure, economy, political structure, art, religion, etc. and the ways these elements interact and are inter-related with one another (SS1, 2) (CL1)

· Describe the methods of ethnographic and ethnological research, especially participant observation and the comparative method. (SS1, 2)
· Explain the concepts of cultural relativity and ethnocentrism and apply these concepts to situations in their daily lives (AL2) (SS2) (CL1) (IL5)
· Outline the key elements of human culture and the basic concepts and vocabulary anthropologists use to describe these elements (SS1, 2) (CL1)
· Analyze examples of diverse human cultures from written and visual depictions to explain how the cultural elements observed operate, interact, and inter-relate to form a cultural whole. (AL2) (SS1, 2) (CL1)
