This course will examine history, culture, ideas and issues associated with art and culture.  Focus on the formalism of art, architecture and design.

· Teach critical evaluation skills and art literacy

· Discuss current issues and historical trends

· Teach the creative process with a wide variety of traditional materials

· Teach educational enrichment through intensely experiential projects

Focus on the principles of design: repetition, rhythm, scale, proportion, contrast, 
emphasis, balance, variety, and unity.  These principles give understanding to how 
artists work and how artists arrange them in order to communicate a message.

Focus on Dada, Surrealism, Social Realism, deStijl, and International Style

Focus on the development of abstraction
· Understanding the terminology of the visual arts.
Focus on the differences between representation, abstract, and nonrepresentational 
art.

Focus on the elements of art:  line, color, texture, mass, shape, light, space, time and 
motion.  These elements are the vocabulary of art to describe works of art.  These 
terms can be used to analyze and describe anything from a realistic painting to a 
nonrepresentational sculpture.
