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Course Description

Explores the human form in traditional and contemporary techniques and concepts.  Use of armatures, combining mediums, flexible molds will be explored.  Concepts of aesthetics in formal composition will be explored through projects, lectures and critiques.  Historical reference will be examined.

Course Objectives:

· Teach the materials and processes of sculpture.

· Introduce the use of armatures.

· Develop skills exploring anthropomorphic forms.

· Explore the forces of nature, gravity, balance, tension. 
· Teach historical and contemporary issues of sculpture and form.

· Demonstrate and discuss an appreciation of sculpture’s significance in our culture and other cultures.

· Teach proficiency with tools and materials.

· Develop creative and analytical skills through group critiques.
· Discover various expressions of the human form throughout history.
