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Course Description:

Review and expansion of American Sign Language vocabulary and structure in order to perfect expressive skill. Emphasizes active communication in sign language. 

Course Objectives:

The objectives of this course are to:

· teach basic vocabulary of ASL so as to facilitate student mastery of at least 250 signs,
· teach receptive comprehension and expressive use of basic ASL syntax and facial grammar, involving simple statements, basic questions, assertions and negations;
· facilitate student understanding of several principles and rules that govern ASL grammar (e.g., use of non-manuals, classifiers, etc.);
· teach appropriate formation/execution of finger-spelling and individual signs along with appropriate body language, facial expressions, contrastive structure, and role-shifting;
· provide multiple opportunities for students to learn about and discuss the history and culture of the deaf as revealed through their communicative exchanges,
· teach students to read signs and finger-spelling, accompanied by appropriate body language and facial expressions, as executed by other students and the instructor; 

· teach students to use ASL concepts and idiomatic expressions in stories and prolonged conversational situations.

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon completion of the 1st term (201) in the sequence, the successful student should be able to:

· spontaneously apply language and engage in ASL conversations by creatively combining learned material,  (AL 1)
· demonstrate the formation/execution of finger-spelling and individual signs along with appropriate body language, facial expressions, contrastive structure, and role-shifting;

· demonstrate in conversations and on quizzes/tests the ability to read signs and finger-spelling, accompanied by appropriate body language and facial expressions, as executed by other students and the instructor;
· critically analyze values, beliefs, history and culture of the deaf as revealed through the use of complex communicative exchanges which permit heavy reliance on learned signs and classifiers; (AL 2, CL 1)

· using a base vocabulary of at least 250 signs, apply interpreted and reverse interpreted sign sequences of a given song/story to new situations and be able to identify and analyze the concepts applicable to the respective situations. (AL 2, CL 1).
