Course Description:

Introduction to American and international poetry. 
Course Objectives: 
To introduce the genre of poetry, define and explore literary elements, encourage personal and cultural reflection and understanding, incorporate relevant literary theories, and model a close reading and analysis of literary texts.

Major Topic Outline:

The major topics include image, figurative language, symbol, rhythm and meter, theme, sound, language, and irony. These topics are discussed in relationship to the poems assigned from the required text in addition to a collection or other material the individual instructor may assign. The historical and social significance of a given work is analyzed when examining theme. After discussing literary analysis, students will demonstrate a knowledge of basic literary terminology in different assessments.
